Make a Name Puzzle
Write your child’s name on a piece of paper and then cut out each letter. Help your child put their name back in order like a puzzle. On another piece of paper you can write their name ahain to show them how their name looks. 
This helps the child with fine motor of putting the puzzle back together. Also helps them recognize the letters in their names.

Read a Book
Pick your favorite book and read it as a family. Take some time to just sit and snuggle with your little one and enjoy the story. Reading a book will help with language development, as well as early reading and writing skills.

Sing The Wheels on the Bus
This is always a favorite in the class, sing while using hand motions as well. Singing Familiar songs helps with language and memory development.

Draw Yourself
Have your child draw a picture of their family. Have them tell you about the pictures. Even just scribbles help with developing skills. This helps with social/emotional development fine motor skills and creative thinking.

Play dressup
[bookmark: _GoBack]Have your child put on something of yours or theirs and pretend to be going a place of their choice. This helps with social emotional development and cognitive learning.
