Materials:

Procedure:
· Explain to your child that you are going to call out one way of moving after another until you say “stop” or “freeze.”
· Call out different locomotor skills, varying the amount of time for each
· Only call out the skills that your child is successful in doing
· Allow your child to dictate the length of this activity
· This game can be played with no locomotor skills (bending, twisting, etc.)

Materials
· Clear plastic cup
· Tap water
· Spoon

Procedure
1. Fill the plastic cup to the very top with water
2. Add more water a spoonful at a time.  Try to keep the water from spilling over the side of the cup.  Stop and look at the cup from the side.  What do you see from the side?
